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what is Title 1?

e Title | is a federally funded program
that brings support teachers into
qualifying schools.

e The dollar amount for each school
district is determined from the free
and reduced lunch counts.

e Once a school district is identified as
Title I, any child can receive services
regardless of their family’s financial

situation.

How dloes Title 1 help?

Title | teachers support the classroom
instruction by adapting the way they
present the material to help the student
gain understanding.

This is done by giving a student more
practice, using real life objects, using
discussion to clear up misunderstand-
ings, or reteaching the material using a
different method.
